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Gender in Emergencies Guidance Note

Gender in Crisis

This guidance note provides information on how to prepare a Gender in Crisis document to document information about the gender impact of a previous crisis during an After Action Review.  
What is a Gender in Crisis?

The Gender in Crisis document aims to capture learning from the impact of past crisis on gender equality and how gender equality was integrated (or not) in a response. Learning from past experiences and understanding previous impacts of emergencies within communities can make CARE’s future responses more efficient and effective.

What is the purpose of  preparing the Gender in Crisis document?             

The purpose is to explore what humanitarians have learned from the emergency, to inform the rest of the response and recovery and to inform future programming. It aims to capture what CARE staff and partners already knows and what they have learned recently.   The Gender in Crisis is a sister piece to the CARE Gender in Brief and fits into the Rapid Gender Analysis process. 

Why prepare a Gender in Crisis? 
Completing a Gender in Crisis document provides  an opportunity to highlight grassroots solutions which have been effectively implemented previously. It is not specifically bound to a sector, and instead looks at considerations that sector responses might not consider, to include broader trends which are useful for everyone to know about.

When to complete a Gender in Crisis? 

A Gender in Crisis document should be prepared as part of the After Action Review process. Information should be collected prior to the AAR workshop to ensure that the voices of affected communities, especially women, inform the analysis. These voices can be captured digitally and shared during the AAR. 

How to complete a Gender in Crisis?

Gender Session as part of After Action Review

Use the gender session of the AAR to complete the following steps:
· Plenary: 15 minutes

The facilitator frames the broader piece of what we already know now about the different impacts of previous crisis. Highlight that this will be an exploration on what we already know and how this will inform the rest of their response

· Group work: 15 minutes

Split the group into smaller groups of 4 tables in total. Every group will discuss 2 sections of the Gender in Crisis and discuss: what were the gendered impacts on these issues?

Participation and decision making

Group 2: 
Education



Livelihoods

Group 3: 
Gender Based Violence and protection

Capacities

· Group work: 15 minutes

Continue in the 4 groups and discuss, based on the impacts that were felt: What solutions did we see? What do we know about how people responded to this issues in a useful and impactful way?

· Feedback to Plenary: 15 minutes

All groups report back to plenary, the facilitator or dedicated note taker produces a rough draft straight after the session.

How to finalise the Gender in Crisis?

Cross-check the GiC with the AAR document and major internal and external evaluations of the emergency response. 

Who should complete the Gender in Crisis?  

As this tool is being piloted, the Gender in Emergencies team will coordinate the finalisation of the document working with the gender and humanitarian advisors in-country.
